Beginning November 1, 2012 boaters in
boats less than 16 feet, all kayaks and canoes will be required to wear lifejackets dur-
ing cold weather months, November 1 through April 30. This is due to statistics that
indicate a disproportionate number of boating fatalities due primarily from the effects
of cold water emersion (hypothermia).

Laurel also spoke of P egoingselationshimwittaNASBLA c
(National Association of State Boating Law Administrators). PA along with many
other states work closely with NASBLA to maintain a proactive level of consistency in
boating laws state to state, for which all of us who operate boats in many different
states should be thankful. Laurel és ta
