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    Here we are at mid-summer and the boating traffic is 

increasing as ñmother natureò provides great weather for boating and 

fishing.  North Carolina has over 350,000 registered vessels.  On the 4
th
 of 

July, I believe, many of them were in our local waters.  Increased traffic 

brings greater focus on the need for safe boating.  Letôs be sure we have 

our vessels and crew properly equipped before leaving the dock.  Be 

especially aware of the PFD requirement for children as the grandchildren 

come to visit.  Children under 13 must be wearing a properly fitting PFD 

when the vessel is in motion unless the child is in an enclosed cabin or 

below decks.  Have a Vessel Check, use a Float Plan, save the alcohol for 

a ñhappy hourò at the end of the cruise, and wear your PFD. 

 Regretfully, we have recently experienced some on water 

incidents that could have been avoided.  A teenager, who could not swim, 

was not wearing a PFD, involved with a PWC, lost his life.  A boat owner 

failed to properly inspect the condition of his vessel, only having to beach 

the vessel when he and his passengers began to observe the vessel was 

splitting.  Both of these incidents could have been avoided.  Power 

Squadron is about Boating Safety.  Letôs spread the word and serve as 

examples. 

 We have some fun times coming up on the water as well as on 

land.  Gunk Hole Cruising, Raft ups, Picnics, and a September dinner 

meeting program focused on Cooperative Charting.  These events have 

been covered in other columns in this publication, so read and note the 

dates and events.  The District Council meeting we are hosting is being 

held on September 18-20 at the New Bern Hilton.  Planning is underway 

and we have a need for people to assist with registration and program.  It 

should be a real opportunity for our members to be involved in a District 

activity.

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 July ï the year is drifting by and hot 

temperatures remind me of a cooler time.  Five years 

ago, this upcoming November, Linda and I took our 

sailboat Blue Thunder to the Bahamas ï we got as far 

south as George Town.  There were many examples 

from that trip that typify the comrade-ship we as 

boaters, past and present, have and I would like to 

share two with you.

We asked a couple working on 

their boat where it was.  ñItôs gone, but you can tie up 

to our boat and climb aboard.ò  Aboard, we learned 

their boat was severely damaged by Charlie, and it 

was the first time they had not taken it back to 

Canada.   I again was looking for a nearby West 

Marine and asked directions.  They provided them 

and then handed me a set of keys.  ñTake our car; it is 

the red Toyota with Canada plates.ò  It was at this 

point that we introduced ourselves as Linda and 

Richard. 

 This summer ólet us show our true colorsô.  

(Ships often pretended to be from other nations 

during wartime, usually neutral, by not flying their 

true colors until the last minute.  This ruse was used 

to catch enemy ships unprepared for battle and thus 

gain an advantage.)  This summer let everyone know 

that CLSPS is ready and able to help other boaters.
