 Recently the North Carolina legislature 

passed a law requiring boating safety education 

which will become effective May 1, 2010.  The law 

states that no person shall operate a vessel with a 

motor of 10 horsepower or greater on the public 

waters of North Carolina unless the operator has met 

the requirements for boating safety education.   The 

law will not impact persons 26 years of age or older.  

The United States Power Squadronôs Americaôs 

Boating Course will satisfy the new state law and we 

expect a sharp rise in individuals enrolling in our 

course following the implementation of the law in 

2010. This certainly will improve the safety on North 

Carolina waterways.
