It is extremely important to note that each officer should 
take care of the duties and committees in his or her 
office only. An officer should not interfere or intrude into 
another officerôs department and his/her duties. The 
Commander is the only officer with that privilege.  
 
Each outgoing officer passes on his/her books and re-
cords to the incoming officer and these records are 
expected to be used as a guideline for the new officerôs 
year in that office.
