I Educational Officer’s Report I

The biggest educational news for this month is the
beginning of an Advanced Piloting course on
20 October 2009. Most of the members enrolled in
the class have done so in order to be eligible to take
the Junior Navigator course beginning in January
2010. The AP course is being taught by Bill
Holzhauer, and is being conducted at Oconee
Medical Center in Seneca. Advanced Piloting is one
of the more interesting course in the USPS catalog.
It addresses many topics specific to inshore and
near coastal boating, such as taking a running fix,
electronic navigation, hazard avoidance, course
planning, effects of tides and currents, dead
reckoning, as well as a boatload of other useful skills
and interesting phenomena. | still have one set of
student manuals available for AP, so if you want to
enroll — and are willing to study hard to catch up — let
me know.

As mentioned above, GCL will be offering Junior
Navigator for the first time ever beginning in
January. Steve Pietrowicz is taking the lead in
presenting this exciting and fun course. Other
instructors have agreed to teach some of the
elements of the course in order to give the students
the most rounded instruction possible. The course
will last for nearly six months and will include a trip to
the coast to take the necessary astronomical
observations. The final exam will have students
serving as navigator of a mythical ship during a
voyage on the North Atlantic. Can’t you just feel the
salt spray on your face! The course is open to

members holding the grade of Advanced Pilot.
Members with the grade of Pilot may also enroll, but
will have to earn their Advanced Pilot grade before
they can be awarded Junior Navigator grade.
