       So far, we have been to two marinas; the first was at Spencer's followed by a visit to Milford Boat Works.  Both times, we were blessed with fair weather and calm seas.

       Our day at Spencer's resulted in 21 inspections with 17 passes and 4 fails.

       Our day at MBW resulted in 8 inspections with 7 passes and 1 fail.  Fewer inspectors were available.

Bill Rinckel has promised me a couple dozen inspections from Mystic where he is currently moored.

        We have found that, even if the inspections failed, the boat owners were very grateful for our presence and our pointing out the failure points.

       We are still looking for new people to help with this process.  If you're not sure whether you want to get deeply involved or not, give me a call and you can come down and help out for a couple of hours.  Then you can decide whether you want to spend more time with the qualification process. This, by the way, would not require a great deal of time- probably ten hours or less.
