They came by boat and car to enjoy a day of swimming, games, socializing and eating. The D1 Bridge Members and guests offered accolades for the great job our MPS volunteers did cooking and serving.  My thanks go out to all our members and their families who participated. 

      For the 4th consecutive year your MPS sponsored a booth at the Milford Oyster Festival. Volunteers Karl Weber, Bruce Ross, Gabe Cordova, Hank Chmielewski and I greeted folks interested in taking boating courses for CT Certification License as well as other courses and Seminars we are offering this fall. Our Kayaking Course, expertly instructed by Bruce Ross, has become a popular addition to our course listings. Throughout the day we handed out boating safety literature to interested parties, including 200 coloring books with boating related pictures games and puzzles that Hank passed out to children going by.  Our membership chairman, Karl Weber focused his attention on soliciting for new members by directing them to our Public Boating Education Course brochures for this fall and winter.

Good News for Boaters

Dear Ms. Pierog (Past District 1 Commander),
 
Knowing your concern regarding the proposed waste permit requirements for boaters, I am pleased to inform you that Congress took the necessary action to exempt recreational boaters and maintain the status quo .  This is good news for all avid boaters in Connecticut, including the many like you who contacted my office.
 
For 34 years, the EPA exempted recreational boats from the same permitting requirements for larger, commercial vessels as required by the Clean Water Act.  However, in 2006, the lack of regulation for the ballast discharge of recreational boats resulted in a US District Court ruling against the EPA exemptions.  As a result, exemptions for the discharge of waste resulting in the normal operations of boating were thrown out, and as of September 2008 a permit system was to be implemented.  It should be clear that vessels are already well-regulated under the Clean Vessel Act, the Oil Pollution Act, and the Clean Water Act to prevent the discharge of sewage, oil, trash and plastics.  However, a permitting system, which would be costly and burdensome, has never been implemented.  The Department of Environmental Protection in Connecticut has found more success in educating boaters and offering ways to properly dispose of waste.
 
I originally cosponsored the Recreational Boating Act (H.R. 2550), introduced by Representative Gene Taylor (D-MS), which would reverse the Court's decision to require a new and stricter permit system on small recreational boats by September 2008.  On June 22, 2008 the House passed a bill that originated in the Senate, S. 2766, which would extend the same exemptions for recreational vessels.  This bill was signed into law by President George Bush on July 29, 2008.
