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The Golden Guide, Weather is an excellent pocket 
reference on the subject of weather.  It covers air masses, 
weather instruments, clouds, the origins, development, and 
effects of storms and how to interpret weather maps.  It 
contains great color illustrations of fronts, storms, air 
masses, etc.  Plus, it's relatively inexpensive at 
approximately $6.00. 
 
Although still in print, it may it may be difficult to find in 
bookstores and may have to be specially ordered.  It may 
be located in the children's section since it is one in a 
series of books for children.

Williams, is our number one recommendation for a 
general interest book on weather.  It contains great 
color illustrations and beautifully covers such 
subjects as weather concepts, climates of all 50 
states, hurricanes, tornados, the "greenhouse 
effect" and the "ozone hole".  Plus, it answers many 
questions including: Why is the sky blue? to What 
makes a tornado twist?  It is a really great book.
