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Past District Commander John P. Cook of Chattanooga, TN and Avila Beach, CA has been named a Teacher of the Year by the United States Power Squadrons® (USPS). In ceremonies on February 23 at the USPS Annual Meeting in Dallas, Texas, he was honored with the award by Chief Commander Ernest G. Marshburn and McGraw-Hill Companies’ Mark Trosino. His name will be permanently inscribed at USPS Headquarters in Raleigh, North Carolina.
