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Past Commander Douglas Durfee of Oyster Bay Power Squadron has been named a National Teacher of the Year by the United States Power Squadrons® (USPS). In ceremonies at the USPS Annual Meeting in Dallas, Texas, the award was made by Chief Commander Ernest G. Marshburn and McGraw-Hill Companies’ Mark Trosino. His name will be permanently inscribed at USPS Headquarters in Raleigh, North Carolina. The McGraw-Hill Companies is also presenting his squadron with valuable gifts including a high-quality multimedia projector and a highly sought precision sextant for use in navigation courses. For the past two years the McGraw Hill Companies have sponsored this award in recognizing of the central role played by USPS in boating education
Cdr Durfee was among five top instructors selected from across the nation. He has been a member for thirty-three years, teaching Instructor Development, Seamanship and off-shore navigation courses. The nominations for this award considered over six thousand volunteer instructors within USPS's 450 Squadrons. Supporting documents were presented by students and fellow members. One student wrote that Doug “…carefully combines his years of experience as a sailor with the (…) material, thereby providing (…) a comprehensive understanding of water safety.” This year’s other award winners included: John Cook of Chattanooga, Tennessee; Kathleen Mastbeth of Blue Hill, Maine; James F. Sommers of Oregon, Ohio; and Harold L Willard of Leonardtown, Maryland.  

The United States Power Squadrons prides itself as the nation’s premier boating educator and holds its special teachers in high regard.  Their National Education Officer, Vice Commander Dick Kyle, says “The quality of the instructor is an essential ingredient, right up there with the quality of the material. The Charles F. Chapman, in whose name the award is given, is perhaps best known for his book, Chapman Piloting, Seamanship and Small Boat Handling. He also was editor and publisher of Motor Boating Magazine for 48 years, and is considered one of the pioneers of recreational boating.
