JOB DESCRIPTION

EXECUTIVE OFFICER
As an elected bridge officer, the Executive Officer (EXO) is responsible for the functions described as “external affairs”; he/she should be well acquainted with the Operations Manual.  He/she should be prepared to give a report at each meeting pertaining to the Executive Department.
The Executive Officer may be assigned other duties by the Commander but primarily supervises the following committees in the Peace River Sail and Power Squadron:


Boat Show


Cooperative Charting


Liaison


Vessel Safety Check

Public Relations


Boating Safety

The Executive Officer is a member, ex-officio, of all committees of the Executive Department and is responsible for seeing that they function properly in accordance with the policy and authority of USPS.

The Executive Officer answers to the membership, Executive Committee and the Commander.  In the absence or incapacity of the Commander, the Executive Officer temporarily assumes the duties of the Commander.

As a bridge officer, the Executive Officer is encouraged to attend all District 22 Council meetings and is expected to attend all Conference meetings and any other the Commander may assign.  It is also helpful to attend National meetings when possible.

He/she shall, at the end of his/her term, turn over to his/her successor all reports, records and communications and documents pertaining to the squadron.

These powers are further outlined in the PRSPS Squadron Bylaws, in conformity with USPS Bylaws, and in the PRSPS Squadron Operation Policies.   
The description presented here is of a general nature, and may be added to or extended as requirements suggest.  They are solely designed as a guide to help a member who is assuming an office with which he or she may not be familiar.  In no way are they intended to supersede or amend PRSPS Bylaws or Operating Policies.
