1. The Boating Safety Chair is responsible for making the squadron and public aware of safe boating practices all year. The committee shall cooperate with the PR committee to bring safety facts to the attention of the public and membership.

2. The Chair or a designated writer shall contribute an article to the Pilot each month when printed.

3. The Chair will be in charge of the National Safe Boating Week Activities for the Squadron and be responsible for the distribution of bulletins, posters, safety literature, etc. received from National & District Safety Committees. This includes conducting Safety Product Demonstration Day during NSBW, usually in May.  Demo Day may be repeated in the winter.

4. File forms as required including Squadron Safety Officer Report ( August) and National Safe Boating Campaign Activities form (May ). 

5. The chair will appoint one member of his committee as assistant and mentor him/her, so they would be able to fill in if the chair is absent or ill. Records & reports will be maintained for use in the chairman’s absence & for his successor.

6.  Send an email report once a month to Executive Officer of activities of the Safety Officer Committee.

7. Keep track of hours worked by members for Merit Marks and turn in MM’s in a timely manner to ExO. Due in October.
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
